BADLANDS NATIONAL PARK , SOUTH DAKOTA

Once the site of an ancient sea, the South Ddkattands have been transformed owbousands of years into the land you see today. Layers of
sediment and ash were eroded away leaving behind-oaldtied rocks and boulders balanced on pedestals of stone. Eroded canyons and isolated butt
stand as testament to the power of the wind aimd At first glance, the land seems sterile, yet close examination reveals a variety of creatures. Agile
bighorn scale steep canyon walls. Pronglaonielopeandbisongraze on the succulent prairie grasses while hawks circle overhead. A loop road travels
through the northern portion of the park providing easy access to unusual geologic formations and favorite wildlife haunts.

An active prairie dog town |lies along Sage Cr eek Ri meyBroomdnibblelohe c o
grasses, and romggyfully with their siblingsNow and then a shrill alarm call ripples across the colony warning of a potential irdryoeraps a
badger or coyote in search of a meal.

South of theSage Creelarea in the second umif the park isSheep Mountain Table.At the base of the plateau are formations with rocks balanced on
limestone pedestals. A rough dirt road climbs to this high, flat plateau which is isolated from the surrounding teregily lbytdeanyons. On top,&h
views are spectacular. Dirt roads extend like fingers to a variety of vantage points on the rim of the table.
